All the churches we have presented our 

ministry at these past two months have been such a blessing to us through meeting our daily needs, sweet fellowship, 

and generous love offerings.  We rejoice in this progress but know we still have a lot of work ahead of us.  Please 

continue to pray for at least 35 more meetings to get booked this year and for the Lord to bring us further 

along in our needed support. 

 

We are planning on being back home in the Memphis, TN area during May.  We will be working on scheduling more 

meetings, potty-training Abby (you can imagine the challenge of doing this while traveling), helping out our sending 

church, and taking more Romanian lessons.   Since these will not be easy tasks, please pray for God to bless in 

these endeavors.  Pray that we will have the privilege of seeing a family saved and added to our church during 

our time at home.
