We were supposed to get
together again and talk over supper
before leaving Memphis, but his
employer required him that evening.
He wants us to get together again when
we are back in Memphis. Please pray
for Qassim’s salvation and for our
friendship to continue.

 On Friday, January 16, I was ques-
tioned for 2 ½ hours as pastors on the
ordination council went through my
doctrinal statement.  The time with
them was encouraging and very educa-
tional.  I was honored to have my
parents and grandfather from Ohio fly
down for this special weekend.  The

actual ordination service was held on
Sunday evening, at the close our our
home church’s Missions Conference.
I had never had an entire sermon
preached just to me until the “Charge

to the Preacher”
given by my pastor.
As I sat there and
took the message to
heart, I could not
help but think that
this is how every
message should be

received by every believer. God won-
derfully answered your prayers in
making my ordination very special
to me and honoring to Him.
