De 4:35 Unto thee it was shewed, that thou mightest know that the LORD he is God; there is 

none else beside him. 

De 6:4   Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD: 

Isa 44:6 Thus saith the LORD the King of Israel, and his redeemer the LORD of hosts; I am the 

first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God. 

Isa 44:8 Fear ye not, neither be afraid: have not I told thee from that time, and have declared it? 

ye are even my witnesses. Is there a God beside me? yea, there is no God; I know not any. 

Mr 12:29 And Jesus answered him, The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The

o Joh 8:24 I said therefore unto you, that ye shall die in your sins: for if ye believe 

not that I am he, ye shall die in your sins. 

o Joh 8:28 Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then 

shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath 

taught me, I speak these things. 

o Joh 8:58-59 Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham 

was, I am. Then took they up stones to cast at him: but Jesus hid himself, and 

went out of the temple, going through the midst of them, and so passed by. 

• Jesus does not denounce Thomas’ declaration

they were created, in the day that the LORD God made the earth and the

Isa 45:23 I have sworn by myself, the word is gone out of my mouth in righteousness, and shall 

not return, That unto me every knee shall bow, every tongue shall swear. 

Php 2:10-11 That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in 

earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, 

to the glory of God the Father.
