 During our seventeen months of
deputation, we continue to meet Russian
speaking people groups.  We know that
Moldova’s cities contain many who still
use this language.  Because of this, we
decided to purchase the Russian software

of Rosetta Stone.  While Romanian will be
our focus in formal language training in
Moldova, we are convinced of the need
and benefit of knowing the basics of
Russian. Please pray for God to grant
us a basic knowledge of Russian.

PREPARING TO WITNESS

recently who were very close to trusting in
Christ as their Savior.  They admitted they
would stand before God guilty upon death,
yet were not ready to take the next step of
belief and calling upon Christ to save them.
After I taught a children’s class at church,
Stephanie had the privilege of leading one
of the girls, Jasmine, to the Lord.

We talked again
on the phone recently and plan to get
together again within the next several
weeks. Please keep praying for Qassim.
